Record of Proceedings

December 13, 2018
Council President Kincannon started the Committee of Whole meeting at 6:45PM.  Members present Honer, Price, Gregory, Kincannon, Dill and Karpinski.

Many parents and students were in attendance to discuss their concerns over the Village closing of the gym due to issues with Keystone Schools.  Some residents stated the damages that the Village states occurred are unfounded.  
Kincannon stated that many of the Council members were apart of the Schools athletic programs, as well as the School’s Hall of Fame; the Village is not closing the gym to hurt the students as presented by rumors.  An agreement has not been made between the Village and School for the cost of utilities for the use of the gym since the Village took ownership of the old school.  Representatives of both sides are working on a new agreement for what should have been paid for 2017 and 2018, as well as for the future.  The current transfer agreement needs a complete overhaul to be fair and just to both parties.  

Mayor Strauss stated that the issues are purely economical and have absolutely nothing to do with the kids.  Village only wants utility bills associated with the gym to be paid by the School.  His main concern is to the Village residents who are currently, and have been, supporting the utilities where there are children from other Townships are benefitting from the use of the gym.

Superintendent Dan White stated the school only wants to pay its fair share.  As a gesture of good faith, a check was submitted to the Village.  The school did not agree with the amount invoiced by the Village, so it was a “partial payment.”  He also stated that there was no alternative for gym use than the gym at the new Village Hall.  He would like the gym to stay open.
