January 11, 2019
Council President Kincannon started the Committee of Whole meeting at 6:45PM.  Members present Honer, Price, Gregory, Kincannon, Dill and Karpinski.

Kincannon, Strauss, and Karpinski met with Keystone School Superintendent and Treasurer to discuss the pending utility costs owed to the Village as well as amending contract for future costs.  Independent third parties are being consulted as to the cost of utilities, such as Ohio Edison, Columbia Gas, Poggemeyer Design Group and Graybar Electric.  
The Superintendent and Treasurer believe they should not have to pay for utilities when not using the gym; however, it is “reserved use” and the athletic sports equipment is stored at the gym even when the gym is not physically being used by students.  There was argument as to the actual time of use.  The coaches arrive early and stay until all students have left which increases the actual time of usage.  

The School requested installation of a drinking fountain; it would be at their cost, not the Village. There was complaint of a lock being replaced on a door; this too would be the cost of the school to replace.  

Discussion between Council members about installation of separate meters for the gym.  One council member believes the school should be responsible for a portion of the new boiler system the Village had to install to reduce and control its own utility costs.
