Record of Proceedings

August 11, 2022
Council President Kincannon started the Committee of Whole meeting at 6:46 p.m.  The following members were present:  Flynn, Gregory, Kincannon, Dill, and Karpinski.

The standing / loading zone and overall parking on the square was discussed.  We have not received any complaints.  Since this is a safety concern, a change is not warranted.

The next discussion was sewer capacity.  With the upcoming new construction, it is important to understand our current capacity, which is 720,000 gallons.  Water would be fine.  Sewer may not be.  However, it could be 4 to 5 years before all of the proposed development happens.  When that happens, we could be at 693,000 gallons.  If we reach a certain level, we must staff 24 hours a day, 7 days a week, with employees who hold higher certifications.  It can take years to get sewer expansion permits through Northeast Ohio EPA.  However, we can ask to have our plant reevaluated/rerated, which is a less expensive option.
A portion of the farm next to the waste water treatment plant would provide expansion room and an access drive, which would reduce the traffic going down West Street.  Kelner Ditch would separate the waste water treatment plant from the neighboring farm.  

The depth of the lift station at State Route 301 and Biggs Road currently is 18 feet.  Administrator Gates asked if we should raise it to 9 feet.  It is the responsibility of the developers to put in lift stations.  They then become our responsibility to maintain.  Council was in favor of raising the depth to 9 feet.

Pheasant Run maintains their lift station and pays to pump their waste to us.

Kincannon asked Dill about the road construction signs going down 301.  Kokosing has the contract for a micro-surfacing project.
There being no further business, the Committee of the Whole meeting ended at 7:25 p.m.
